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Users Guide to AnotherPageWatcher

AnotherPageWatcher (later APW) is shipped with five files as you can see in figure 1.

Apw.exe is the main executable and apw.exe.config is configuration file for it. Other files are needed to run APW. 

Configuration file is typically as in figure 2.

When you start APW you’ll get window that looks like figure 3. You can see status of the application in the statusbar.

When application is started APW starts automatically polling the previously configured sites and runs defined filters for those sites.

You can minimize the APW from menu using View->Hide form OR by double-clicking the green balloon in your lower right corner. You can restore APW back to normal by double-clicking the green balloon again. You can see example of the icon in the figure 4.

You can edit the sites and filters from the options form that you can open from 
Tools->Options. Options form is shown in figure 5.

Sites –tab in options form is for adding, deleting and updating site settings. You can add new site using ”Add new site” –button and typing in the url of the page and the description of the site. If you want to edit site, then you need to select it from the list and make changes to url and/or description fields. All changes/updates are confirmed with ”Save” –button. If you want to discard changes then press ”Cancel” –button. If you want to test that is your type url ok, then just double-click the url and APW opens automatically that page in IE. 

When you have created site where you want to attach filters, you just change tab to ”Filters of the site” OR press ”Site filters >>>” –button. That will take you to filters of the site –tab as shown in figure 6.

You can now create filters to site that you selected previously. Adding, deleting and updating of filters works exactly as in “Sites” –tab. 

Filter is made of three items: Regular expression for searching from text, Text index that defines the index where text is in regular expression and value index that defines the position of the value in regular expression.

NOTE: Current version of APW doesn’t check the Rule (=Regular expression)! That means that you can create rule that is invalid and APW will notice the error only when it runs that rule later on.

When you have made correct rule, then you can start attaching actions for that rule. You can start editing actions of the selected filter when you click “Actions of filter” OR by pressing “Filters actions >>” –button. Actions of filter –tab is shown in 
figure 7.

Again you edit the actions similarly as in two previous tabs. Make changes to selected action and press “Save” –button for confirmation. Figure 7 has three actions that are set to watch different values. Selected action is launched when “Vacuumcleaner” rows (the row where filters text index is “Vacuumcleaner) value is under (=down) 80. That action is custom action and that custom action is in “CustomActionForAPW.dll” and in class “CustomActionForAPW” inside the dll. You can also see that this action isn’t enabled currently (=it’s disabled). If “Repeat action” were set, that would mean that this action could be launched several times.

Figure 8 shows the second action in the list.

Action in figure 8 is “Flash”. It means that if this action is launched it will start flashing the green balloon (figure 4) in lower right in your screen. Figure 9 is three snapshots of the rolling red color.

Figure 10 shows third action type.
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Figure 10
Selected action is “Message”. So when this action is launched, a message window is created to lower right corner of your screen, as seen in figure 11.

If you have multiple message windows open at the same time, then they are automatically moved to upper position of the previous message window, so that the windows won’t overlap each other as seen in figure 12.

Message window text is link to that page where selected action is launched. So if you click the text in that message window it will open explorer for that page, as seen in figure 13.

APW stores launched actions and errors in the list. Example of this is in figure 14 after two successful actions.

You can select lines by clicking them with mouse. You can also use ctrl or shift to select multiple entries from the list. You can use copy, cut and delete for the list items. So if you encounter errors in APW, you can copy the error item to other program (ex. notepad) so that you can read better the error message.
